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   In practice, what does this look 
like?  In many ways, we have 
already taken the first steps to be 
a church that seeks out and 
welcomes those on the edges. 
 Our parish has for some years 
been Open and Affirming -- 
welcoming the presence and gifts 
of gay, lesbian, bi-sexual and 
transgendered people.   
   For three years, our Day of the 
Dead celebration has reached out 
to the Latino community in 
Lansing, a relationship that has 
grown through our affiliation 
with Action of Greater Lansing, 
an interfaith justice ministry of 
many different congregations, 
including Cristo Rey Catholic 
Community.   
   Our building is fully accessible 
to people with disabilities ... a 
feature we should draw on more 
than we currently do in our 
welcome to others.  And the June 

“Blessing of the Bikes” was an 
opportunity to  
reach out to those from many, 
many different walks of life who 
ride motorcycles for sport or 
work. 
   But true radical welcome goes 
deeper than that, and it is this 
next, deeper level that the vestry 
has been exploring, and which 
we now want to share with the 
wider congregation.   
   It is much more than just being 
“nice” or allowing someone to sit 
next to us in church and shake 

our hands at the peace.  It is 
actively including others in our 
parish life, making friendships, 
developing leaders, transforming 
our own ways of being and doing 
as a result of including new 
people in our life together. 
   This can be an exciting and 
also a scary proposition.   
   So in the weeks and months 
ahead, we will have many 
opportunities to ponder these 
concepts more deeply.   
   In the meantime, if you are 
curious, start up a conversation 
with a vestry member ... or better 
yet, start up a conversation with 
someone totally new to you, 
someone you thought you might 
never want to speak with.
